The Property
This classic Victorian semi-detached home with brick elevations and slate roof has

been our clients' family home for several years, offering excellent accommodation

set over three floors, with a beautiful mix of features one would expect from the

period with wooden floorboards, feature fireplaces, and generous ceiling heights.

The property is in a favoured city location, ideal for growing families with easy

access to the mainline station, schooling, and Botanical Gardens.

On the ground floor, a part-stained leaded entrance door leads into the main hallway

with a staircase to the first floor. From here, there is direct access to three primary

reception rooms. A sitting room with a sash bay window to the front elevation

features an open fireplace with a surround. Double doors lead into a living room,

ideal for entertaining, with a fireplace and double doors leading into a garden room

opening on to an elevated patio beyond. At the head of the hallway is a dining room

leading into the kitchen, with an arrangement of wall and base cabinetry and access

to the rear garden. This space is ideal for extension, subject to the relevant planning

consent, with permission granted for a substantial extension in 2018. A utility room/

WC from the kitchen completes the downstairs accommodation.

 

Three double bedrooms, serviced by a refitted modern bathroom, lead from the

first-floor landing, with two further bedrooms and a bathroom to the second floor.

The delightful enclosed mature south-facing garden enjoys paved entertaining

areas and a lawn that weaves between fruit trees and flower borders, defying its

central city location. There is also a useful timber studio with light and power and a

kitchen garden. There is access via a useful covered side passage to the right of the

house where bicycles can be stored.
