The current building is believed to date from the mid-18th century and is not

listed.

With a gross internal floor area of 2,760 sq ft, the proposed accommodation

will be light and spacious, including a useful brick-barrelled cellar.

A pedestrian door from the High Street provides access to a side passage

and access to the church hall, terrace and an unusually large garden for a

townhouse in Hungerford.
